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RULES

1.1 The event will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing —
Windsurfing Competition Rules (WCR).

1.2 The Class Rules and of the International Raceboard Class (IRC) apply to the 2015
Raceboard World Championships (RWC).

1.3 The Class Rules of Division Il Association shall apply to the Division Il Championship
(D2C).

1.4 The Class Rules of R300 shall apply to the R300-Hybrid Championship (RHC).

1.5 ‘Open Longboard’ — any board over 320cm in length, fitted with a centreboard, that
is not registered as a Production Raceboard.

1.6 No national prescriptions will apply.

1.7 If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence.

1.8 If there is a conflict between the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions, the
Sailing Instructions will take precedence.

2 ADVERTISING
Boards may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing
authority. ISAF Regulation 20 ‘Advertising Code’ shall apply.

3 CLASSES & DIVISIONS

3.1 RWC - Gender Divisions — Men and Women.

3.2 RW(C - Age Divisions: a competitor may only be entered in one age division

3.2.1 A Youth shall be under 20 years of age (born in 1996 or later).

3.2.2 A Master shall be a man aged 35 or older (born in 1979 or earlier) or a woman aged
30 or older (born in 1984 or earlier).

3.2.3 A Grand Master shall be a man aged 45 or older (born in 1969 or earlier).

3.2.4 A Veteran shall be a man aged 55 or older (born in 1959 or earlier).

3.3  RWC - Weight Divisions. A Lightweight is a man who weighs less than 83kg; a
Heavyweight is a man who weighs more than 78kg. A competitor shall stay within
the chosen weight group throughout the regatta to remain eligible for the prize.

3.4 D2C — Category divisions: A; B; and C.

3.5 RHC - Divisions: Men Light; Men Heavy; Women

3.6 ROC-—divisions are dependent upon the entries.

3.7 A minimum of 5 competitors is required to constitute a Class and division.

4 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

41 All entries shall meet the requirements of ISAF Regulation 19-Eligibility Code.

4.2 Competitors shall be members of a National Class Association which is a paid up
member of the relevant class association, or of the IWA. Membership formalities
can be completed on site.

4.3 Eligible competitors may enter online - credit/debit card or bank transfer payment

required.
The following shall be presented upon registration:
e Evidence of valid third party insurance
e Proof of age
e Emergency Contact and Health Information Form - for those under age of 18

4.4 Coaches and support personnel may register online and the following shall be

presented upon registration:
e Boat Driving Licence (if applicable)
e Evidence of valid third party insurance

5 ENTRY FEES

5.1 The required fees are: 190 euro; except Youth - 160 euro

5.2 Competitor entry fees paid by May 8t shall receive a 30 euro discount.

5.3 Late entries, at registration, shall incur late entry fee of 20 euro.

5.4 A fee of 50 euro is required for coaches and support personnel.

5.5 Entry fees paid at registration shall be paid in cash - Euros.

6 RACE FORMAT

6.1 The Championship shall be a “racing”, “open entry”, event.

6.2 Men and women may race together, depending on entry numbers.

6.3 There shall be a maximum 4 races per day, in a maximum 15 race series.

6.4 Three races are required to validate the championship for each class/division.

7.2 The first possible warning signal will be made each day at 11:00hrs, except on the 9t
June when the first warning signal will be made at 13:00hrs.

8 EQUIPMENT & EQUIPMENT INSPECTION

8.1 An Equipment Inspection Form shall be completed and returned to the Event
Equipment Inspectors by the close of registration.

8.2 Equipment inspections may be made at any time during the event.

8.3 Upon completion of registration and until the end of the event, at all times when
ashore except when launching and retrieving, all equipment shall be kept in their
assigned places at event site. Removal of any equipment from the event site
requires prior written approval from the race committee. Access to equipment in
the storage area during certain hours, including hours of darkness may be restricted.

8.4 Unless otherwise directed by the organizing authority, boards and equipment shall

be launched and retrieved from the designated area at the event site.

If personal buoyancy is prescribed every competitor and support boat crewmember
shall wear a personal flotation device that shall conform to the minimum standard
of ISO 12402-5 (level 50), or as specified in the SI’s.

Personal buoyancy is mandatory for all competitors under 17 years of age and for
any competitors while the Y flag is displayed.
